on our Lasallian prayer. We hope that these
materials will help further educate our parents in
the awareness of our Lasallian spirit so we can all
become ambassadors and educators to others in
our communities.

Earlier last month we celebrated our Lasallian
spirit together as a school and in association with
our Yakima Catholic schools by coming together
for the Holy Spirit Mass at Holy Family Church.

Our students were complemented on the respectful

way in which they dressed and modeled behavior
for the younger students from St. Paul&s and St.
Joseph/Marquette. In conjunction with the Mass
we remained on site to further develop in our
students an awareness of our five core Lasallian
Values, each class gathered in an activity that
hel ped them become more aware of fiRespecto for
each other, helped them build fAilnclusive
Community,0 and helped them actively show
fiConcern for the Poor and Social Justiced by
forming class goals of service to the community
outside the school. The class councils are now
working on the planning to achieve their goals.
Also at the assembly we celebrated our fiQuality
Educationo with the biannua Academic Awards
Assembly, recognizing our students who achieved
honors as designated by their last semesterGs
grades. In the fiPresence of Godo that day, we
were able to see both our Lasallian and
Catholic relationship amongst ourselves and
with the larger Diocesan community. We are
very thankful to our fellow schools, the priests
who celebrated the Mass, and especially to the

hospitality of Holy Family Parish, the site of our
school in its first two years.

Along with the recent Catholic Schools BBQ
before our Highland football game and a
Diocesan Faculty kservice for our teachers, we
look forward to participation in other events that
bring our community together within the larger
Catholic context to which we contribute and find
strength and support.

We are also very aware of the connection we
have with our other Christian churches. Last
month, our Director of Admissions, Mr. Xavier
Madrigal, organized a lunch, presentation and
tour for local Catholic priests and other Christian
pastors. One of our Lutheran pastors commented
on how the daily exposure to prayer that two of
her young parishioners experience at La Salle and
one of the Catholic grade schools has built in
those young people a confidence and knowledge
of faith that has helped them clearly and
genuinely articulate their faith to the other
students in her confirmation class. The work of
education we do is in partnership and communion
with the parish and home life supported by
parents, priest, pastors, youth ministers and many
others. We hope to continue to work at the ways
in which to better communicate and coordinate
with our partners.
